ONTARIO PROTECTS SPECIES AT RISK
Excerpts from Ontario Ministry of Natural Resources Backgrounder, December 2, 2005

The province has regulated three more plant species unde the Endangered Species Act: Bird@-foot
Violet, Spoonleaved Moss and Red Mulbery. Regulating these plants enables enforceable protection
of the plants and ther habitats, increases public awareness and suppots recovery actions The
regulation will apply at known sites and any new stesidentified in thefuture.

Thetree species now protected, Red Mulberry, isasmall tree foundin deciduousforests on sand ridges
or valley dopes. In Ontario this species can befound in eightareas: Essex County, the Municipdity of
Chatham-Kent, the Regiond Municipdity of Haton, the City of Hamilton and the Regiond
Municipdity of Niagara. It isthreatened by hybridization with theintrodueced White Mulbery and by
loss of habitat.

Theprovince has aso expandad the area of protection for the Cucumber Tree which growsin
deciduousforests and prefers rich well-drained soils. In Ontario, it isfoundin Norfolk County and the
Regiond Municipdity of Niagara. Potential loss of woodlandsdueto development pressuresisthe
main threat to this species.

The Cucumber Tree was listed unde the Endangered Species Act in 1987at specific locationsin
Norfolk County and the Regiond Municipdity of Niagara. Since then, several more locationshave
been discovered. Thenew regulation extendsprotectionto al locationsof Cucumber Treein Ontario.

History of species protection

The Ontario government was thefirst in Canadato providelegd protection for endangered species
with the passage of theEndangeaed Species Act in 1971. Theact prohibits thewillful destruction of or
interference with aregulated endangeaed species or its habitat. Subgantia fines of upto $50000and
jail time are possible for violations
